Darius Cama came to the
Society in December, 1992, from
his home diocese of Clifton, Eng-
land and was assigned to work in
Bolivia. His first assignment was
in the Archdiocese of Santa Cruz
in the farming area of eastern Bo-
livia in a small town called Santa

Rosa. After two years he felt the

call to a greater challenge. He
went to work in the high Andean plateau at an elevation of
13,000 feet at Paria in the Mission Parish of San Ildefonso.
It is an area of extreme poverty, if not misery, where he
served the Quechua speaking people in forty-five rural vil-
lages scattered over 800 square miles. He returned to Eng-
land on October 30", 2004. The Lord called him home on
